Comments of the Nevada Large-Scale Solar Association (“LSA”)
The Nevada Large-Scale Solar Association (“LSA”) respectfully submits its comments in response to the Notice of Investigation and Rule Making and Request for Comments (“Notice”) issued by the Public Service Commission of Nevada (“Commission”) on September 9, 2009.

These Comments specifically address the renewable portfolio standards (“RPS”) as set forth in Assembly Bill 387.

LSA is a non-partisan, solar advocacy association whose purpose is to support market penetration of utility – scale solar technologies through appropriate policy mechanisms.  LSA’s members represent leaders in the utility – scale solar business and include Abengoa Solar, Ausra, BrightSource Energy, Cogendrix, First Solar, Infinia, Iberdrola, NextLight Renewable Power, Solel, Stirling Energy Systems and SunPower.  LSA members play a pivotal role in the development of renewable solar resources in the state of Nevada.

LSA does not have a specific language proprosal for regulations to implement the renewable portfolio standards set forth in Assembly Bill 387.  Rather, LSA notes, and hopes that the Commission will keep in mind, that the Legislature, in setting the renewable portfolio standards in Assembly Bill 387, intended to encourage the aggressive pursuit of renewable energy.  The renewable portfolio standards support the Legislature’s intent to encourage the creation of a renewable energy industry in the State of Nevada, which would also have the result of job creation in this industry in Nevada.
